In the quiet of these winter months, we certainly seem to be communicating with you a lot about
school delays and closings. It is without a doubt one of the most eventful winter seasons!
Regretfully, many well-conceived lessons and programs have been changed a number of times,
causing us to work feverishly to maintain and sometimes restore the momentum among our students.

In the event that your home schedules are also a bit out of order, | thought that it might be helpful to
remind you that we are required to make up each day that we were closed. As of today, the tentative
last day of school is Tues., June 22™. | recommend that you consider recording this date in pencil as
this date might change again if we have any other school closings.

Although we had only one early closing due to snow, we found School Dismissal Manager to be an
invaluable resource. We experienced many fewer calls into the office as most parents promptly
logged-on to www.schooldismissalmanager.com and made changes. If you want to make a dismissal
change, please indicate the change by typing ‘change to bus' or ‘change to pick-up' as this
provides the teacher with an added safeguard that the plans have changed since they were originally
recorded. If an emergency closing is announced for any reason, it is imperative that parents record
dismissal plans on School Dismissal Manager, as this provides accurate and reliable information
during a potentially confusing time.

On a different note, during this month’s minimum day, teachers in pre-K — 2 will be spending their
minimum day time learning about assistive technology and Power Gradebook, a function that is part
of our new PowerSchool student database system. Teachers in grade 3 will be continuing their study
of Readers’ Workshop Model with Reading Consultant (and former interim asst. principal), Mary
Skowronski, and Carmen Brown, while teachers in grades 4 & 5 will be learning about the
administration of the Connecticut Mastery Test and Power Gradebook. These rich professional
development opportunities will have meaningful effects to their work in the classroom.
