10. Buy reusable water bottles. Did you know that 2.5 million plastic water bottles are thrown
away every hour? These bottles contribute significantly to the waste stream and are made
with petroleum. It also takes a lot of energy to collect, package, and transport bottled water.

9. Bring your own bags to the store.  In the US, we use 300 million plastic bags each year!
These bags take thousands of years to break down... and are also made with petroleum.

8. Keep your tires properly inflated.  Under-inflated tires can increase fuel consumption by
as much as 6%. Check tire pressure around once a month to improve your gas mileage,
save money, extend tire life, and reduce carbon in the air.

7. Stop idling. Idling your car wastes fuel, gets you nowhere, and produces greenhouse
gases. If you're going to be stopped for more than 30 seconds, except in traffic, turn off the
engine.

6. Adjust your thermostat. Lower your thermostat a degree or two in winter and notch it up a
degree or two in summer. You probably won't notice the difference in the house, but you'll
save money and energy simultaneously.

5. Reduce junk mail. Stopping just 30% of your junk mail stream saves 300 trees and 840
Ibs. of carbon a year. Most catalogs use virgin paper, contributing to de-forestation and
taking lots of energy for production and transportation. Go to www.catalogchoice.org and
www.dmaconsumers.org/cgi/offmailing to reduce the clutter in your mailbox!

4. Avoid packaging. Packaging of food and other items requires a lot of energy to make and
transport. Look for things with the least amount of packaging, avoid “single-serve” items,
and buy in bulk when you can.

3. Think before you print.  Stop and consider whether you really need to print that document or
email message.... If you DO need to print, consider changing the margins to .75” on all sides
instead of the default 1”. If everyone did this, we would save 6,156,000 trees every year!

2. Power down. Did you know that home electronics still use electricity when they are off?
This “phantom load” accounts for 5% of all US household power usage! Unplug DVDs,
Xbox’s, PCs, printers, and chargers when you’re not using them, or put them on power
strips and turn off the strip.

1. And of course...sign up for clean energy! Reduce air pollution, fight global warming,
support wind energy AND directly help Easton—all in one simple step!
