THE PRINCIPAL’S SCOOP by Kimberly Fox-Santora 
You might remember me mentioning at my Back-to-School Night presentation that Samuel Staples Elementary 
School would be implementing a secure web-based service called CarLine Manager this fall.  The purpose is to 
assist both parents and school administration regarding your wishes for your child at dismissal time.  The new 
system is intended to enhance your ability to communicate with the school, as well as provide a more organized 
and reliable tracking system for the end-of-day dismissals, eliminating the need for handwritten notes. 

CarLine Manager is the place for you to inform the school of the location and/or means of transportation 
intended for your child at the end of each school day.  The initial default for most students is to ride the bus 
home; however, if you have notified us in writing that your child will be picked-up everyday, the default for 
your child will be indicated as such.   

Parents will have until 2:30 pm each full school day to change dismissal plans or assign a change in driver for 
the parent pick-up line.  You will be able to make such changes for up to two weeks in advance.  On days that 
we dismiss early, parents can log in alternate dismissal plans until 12:00 PM.  Each school day, Carline 
Manager will e-mail a complete dismissal report to office personnel and classroom teachers shortly after the 
cut-off times indicated above. 

Please note that this service will apply only to the K-5 students.  Pre-K students will not appear on any 
transportation lists, and parents should plan on communicating directly with the pre-school teachers about 
changes in drivers who pick-up their students.  

Carline Manager is in the process of customizing our account.  Please anticipate an e-mail from them toward 
the end of this week.  Your username and password will be identified in a letter from me, as well as     
directions for submitting alternate dismissals.  Beginning Thursday, October 15th, you should begin using 
CarLine Manager.
