 A Town Meeting at Samuel Staples is a school-wide assembly which provides a natural 
vehicle for sharing academics through the arts with the school community.  Town meetings 
provide an audience for our children and the opportunity for us to celebrate their successes.  
They are the direct result of our involvement in the HOT (Higher Order Thinking) Schools 
Program.  

Town meetings are not designed to showcase individual student talent, but rather provide 
examples of student and class learning.  As a matter of fact, most classrooms perform as a 
group.  Other times, we have students volunteer to read their writing that was submitted to 
the Magic Mailbox.   

Due to the restricted capacity in our cafetorium, we typically schedule a K-2 Town Meeting 
one month and a 3-5 Town Meeting the following month.  Each meeting is held from 2:30-
3:15.  If your child’s grade level is the host, parents are invited to attend.
