THE PRINCIPAL’S SCOOP bg Kimbertg Fox-Sawntora

With their heartfelt generosity and support of the arts, the Easton PTA has funded our membership to the
HOT (Higher Order Thinking) Schools organization since 1994. Our membership to this select program
has afforded us many wonderful and progressive opportunities which include professional development,
HOT Schools Summer Institute, spring mini-institutes, peer days, and a ten-day teaching artist. Through
its programs and services, the HOT Schools organization has connected many Connecticut educators
through the arts and helped all of us to learn how to integrate the arts across disciplines.

Recently, students in second grade hosted the SSES K-2 Town meeting that illustrated beautifully how
students learn in, about, and through the arts. It wasn’t a big showy production, rather a showcase of
different subject areas that they had learned using various art forms. In three of the classes, students
worked collaboratively with the classroom teacher and music teacher to write songs about the properties
of matter that they had been studying in science. In Ms. Barrows’ class, they performed a song about
solids. In Ms. Kloeblen’s class, they presented a song about liquids, and in Mrs. Woodford’s class,
they sang a song about gases and plasma. In Mrs. Bachelder’s class, students used the visual arts to
support a reader’s theater experience on a silly book they had been reading called Cinderelli.

Ms. Lambert’s class had been studying the five senses in homeroom and landscapes in art class, so her
students were grouped by senses and painted five fall scenes which were inspired by the Picturing
America paintings. And Ms. Clark’s class used creative movement to describe each punctuation mark,
and the audience had to guess which mark was being performed. Each presentation reinforced for me
the power of the arts in learning.

In the weeks ahead, students in kindergarten will work with this year's HOT Schools teaching artist,
Rolande Dupree. A professional puppeteer, Ms. Dupree will collaborate with the five kindergarten
teachers on a study of character traits. Using various fables, including Aesop’s Fables, students will
make their own puppets and use them to perform one of their favorite fables.

The HOT School philosophy remains part of the bedrock around which this school operates, and | find it
a pleasure to work alongside such dedicated professionals who seek out opportunities to collaborate in
artistic endeavors. Having a shared philosophy about arts integration, strong arts, and democratic
practice sets us apart from many schools. We are very privileged to have the support of the Easton PTA
and parents like you.
